There is not a single European or Western structure that can help us become true citizens of our country unless we find the powers in ourselves to change the moral-psychological atmosphere formed. 

There is no one and only way for raising the level of moral-psychological situation of the population. This is a complex system problem, solution of which is in every sphere of our being. This problem should become a priority, an issue of governmental importance and not only the authority structures but also the wide layers of the population must be involved in solving it.

I believe that issue of raising the moral-psychological level of our society must be the main objective of the Public Council.  In this direction, that would be purposeful that the Public Council, together with all of the other stakeholders including the Armenian Apostolic Church and the RA Government, discuss and define the ways for moral rebirth of the population of our country.
